Assessment for Learning Policy

In Farringdon Primary School assessment is:
· Developed through teacher/pupil questioning

· Developed through an agreed marking and feedback policy

· Taught/Modelled by teachers and learners

· Developed through AfL and the use of traffic lighting in individual/group and whole class work

· Developed to lead independent learning

· Pupils talk about what they have learned

· Next steps identified in a group or individual basis

· Children self assess their work

· Children are taught how to use AfL to help them to become better learners

The Classroom Environment
· The classroom will be organised and equipment will be clearly labelled

· All classrooms will have a choice of accessible resources

· To have interactive/cross curricular displays that support learning

· To have Learning Objectives and Success Criteria clearly displayed

All classrooms to have AfL Traffic Lights clearly displayed

KS1 – Smiley, straight, sad faces in red, orange and green

KS1 & KS2 children to create their own statements to reflect the AfL
(To give children ownership)

All staff to have high expectations of behaviour, climate for learning and display
To have a “can do” approach to empower where all children feel emotionally secure.
To display a feelings thermometer using the AfL colours, where children can place themselves (name cards) according to their feelings.

Learning Objectives

In our school learning objectives are:

· Used to develop knowledge, skills and attitude
· Written/Shared in child speak

· Regularly shared and assessed throughout the lesson using the AfL checklist

· Differentiated to the needs of the children

All objectives assessed and assessment used to inform future planning.

Objectives assessed as agreed in new planning format – 
Objective understood by 80% of class – highlight objective green

Objective understood by 60% of class – highlight objective orange

Objective understood by 50% of class – highlight objective red

Learning Objectives must be shared and understood by all adults involved in the child’s leaning.
Once embedded, objectives could be child initiated.

In our school success criteria will be:
· Shared orally and written in all subjects – except KS1
· Differentiated

· Re-visited throughout the lessons

· Given time for reflection – in self assessment

· Shared with children with the aim for children to devise their own

· Incorporated into planning

Marking and Feedback
